The First Giant of the Air

1. When moat people hear the name of Leonardo da Vinci they think, of the wonderful paintings in the be3t world museums. But his genious was manysided and remarkable. He was one of the greatest artists and scientists in the history of the world. Ho had a lot of sketches for a submarine, heavy artillery, naval rocket missiles, armoured cars, the first practical parachute and helicopter and many other things.

Leonardo da Vinci was the first man to make a scientific study of bird flight. "A bird is an instrument", he observed, "Working to mathematical laws". He discovered many of these laws. He learned how birds balanced themselves, soared in spirals to gain height, flew with and against the wind. He was the first man to understand the main principles of flight control. He realized that a bird’s wing compresses air beneath it, which gives it lift.

3. Leonardo da Vinci might well have been the first man to fly. When he was a child, an eagle flew over his bed. It hovered over the boy and then with a tremendous beaking of the wings it rose and flew away. This was the boy's earliest memory. He never forgot it. Even as a boy, he was determined to master the air.

4. When he died, his blue-prints were lost, hidden or sold. They were not collected and published in one book until the end of the 19th century. But then other men had re - discovered all that he had known four hundred years before. But his work had at least one very definite result. It directly inspired Igor Sikorsky, a Russian, to make the first really successful helicopter.

Anthony Leeuwenhoek and his discovery

1. Man has an urge to find things out. He is a great discoverer whose curiosity to know is never satisfied. Here we shall follow one of the greatest explorations ever made by man - the difficult and dangerous voyage of discovery into the world of tiny life that exists around us, but of whiсh we can see nothing unless we bring the microsсope to our aid.

2. In 1632 a man was born whose eager curiosity was to give the first clue to the source of infectious diseases. He was Anthony Leeuwenhoeсk a Dutchman who began experimenting with lenses. He mounted them in little metal tubes in such a way that they would magnify objects as much as possible.

3. His patience was rewarded. He developed a microscope which could magnify .things to one hundred times their natural size. He observed the world to tiny life which was very small and couldn't be seen by the naked eye or through an ordinary magnifying glass.

4. The great day came when the turned his attention to examining a drop of water. To his greatest surprise he saw that the drop of water was a world of its own. The microscope showed that this dear drop of water was full of tiny little creatures that moved in their continuous activity. Leeuwenhoeck worked out a way of calculating just how many of them lived in a drop of watery. The answer came to "more than two million seven hundred thousand of these creatures - more than the population of the whole of Holland" in those days.

5. Since the time Leeuwenhoeck made his first striking observations, he had been writing letters to the Royal Society in London. The first drawings of germs ever made appeared in a letter he sent to the Royal Society in 1683. But that was only the beginning. He started putting everything he-could think of under the lenses of his microscopes, everywhere he found evidence of minute life that had been unsuspected before.

6. He had made many discoveries, but although he was very quick in mind, even up to his death at the age ninety – one, it never occurred to him that the parasites he had discovered might possibly have something to do with infectious disease.

Charles Babbage and his idea of the computer 

1. The first suggestion that a machine for mathematical compu​tation could by built was made more than a hundred years ago by the mathematician Charles Babbage now realize that he understood  dearly all the fundamental principles of modern digital computers.

2. Babbage was born in Devonshire England, in 1972. He did not receive a good education, but he taught himself mathematics so well that when he wont to Cambridge he found that he knew more algebra than his tutor. At that time mathematics in Cambridge was till under the influence of Newton and was quite unaffected by the contemporary developments on the continent.

3. Babbage was outstanding among his contemporaries because he insisted on the practical application of science and mathematics. In 1812 he was sitting in his room looking at a table of logarithms which he knew to be full of mistakes when an idea occurred to him of computing а tabular functions by machinery Babbage constructed a small working model which he demonstrated in 1822. The Royal Socie​ty supported the project and Babbage was promised a subsidy.

4. In 1833 he began to think of building a machine which was, in fact, the first universal digital computer, as the expression is in understood today. Babbage devoted the rest of his life to an attempt to develop it. He had to finance the whole оf the work himself, and he was only able to finish part of the machine though, he prepa​red thousands of detailed drawings from which it could be made.

5. Babbage wrote more than eighty books and papers but he was misunderstood by his contemporaries and died a disappointed man in 1871. He tried to solve by himself and with his own resources a series of problems which in the end required the*united efforts of two generations of engineers. After his death his son continued his work and built part of an arithmetic unit, which printed out its results directly on paper.

Thor Heyerdahl's First Voyage

1. In 1947 a book was written which became one of the most popular books of the day. It was translated into many languages and over two and a half million copies were sold. In this book Thor Heyerdahl, then aged 33, described his four-thousand mile journey on a raft across the Pacific.

2. Рог over three months Thor Heyerdahl and his five compa​nions had battled with storms, sea-monsters and loneliness. Various unexpected dangers confronted them in that vast sea with its species of animal life.

3. When the courageous Norwegian came home from the expedition he was welcomed as a hero. He was especially glad to be invited to give lectures in many countries, for it provided the opportunity to explain the theory which had inspired his journey.

4. "This was not merely a dare-devil adventure", Heyerdahl said. "My journey was to help solve a mystery that had puzzled scholars for years. It has always been believed that the Polynesian islanders had originally come from Asia. But after I found new ma​terial covering over a thousand years of Polynesian life and customs, 1 formed my own theory - that they had come from South America. When Heyerdahl announced his idea scholars challenged him to prove his theory. He made an attempt to do so by his voyage.

5. One day he heard a legend. An old man living on the South 3ea island told him about an old Polynesian Sun-god with a white face called Tiki. Tiki brought his people to live on the South Sea islands, after they had left their own home which was somewhere in  big country behind the sea. "Where was Tiki's home?" Thor wonde​red and finally decided that it had been in South America, in Peru. Why Peru? Because the Incas, the early Peruvian Indians, also have a legend telling about gods with white faces who went beyond the sea. The. early Peruvians also had colossal stone statues which were very much like stone human figures found on the island.

6. Thor Heyerdahl was not only a fine researcher but also a man of great daring and courage. He set out on his unique voyage to prove that the Perurians could have made the same journey from South America centuries ago.

In search of the new continent

1. James Cook, the English explorer, wrote in 1775: "I can be bold enough to say that no man «ill ever venture farther than I have done; and that the lands which may lie to the south will never be explored". After repeated attempts to break through the floes beyond 71° South, his ship"Rs3oiution" was forced" to return to the more hospitable northern latitudes.

2. Almost half a century later, in 1820 there appeared in the sinister waters of the Polar Atlantic two 3hips flying the Russian flag. The "Vostok" and the "Mirny" under the command of Captain Paddei Bellingshausen were ordered "to keep as far South as pos​sible", "to exert every effort and do everything possible while discovering unknown lands and not to give up "this enterprise un​less confronted by insurmountable otstacles".

3. The Russian vessels sailed from Kronstadt, visited Denmark, England, the Canary Islands and Brazil and then entered unknown re​gions. According to the expeditions diary, the very first giant iceberg they met with "amazed everyone".

4. Even if one mu3t discount the discovery of the new conti​nent by Bellingshausen and Lazarev, since its existence was scien​tifically proved many years after them, they deserve credit for being the first after Cook to sail beyond the Antarctic Circle.

5. Nowadays the sixth continent has become a centre of scien​ce. Antarctica's main export item i3 the scientific information annually collected by the expeditions. The icebound continent,

to the discovery of which our fellow-countrymen made such a big con​tribution 150 years ago, offers our planet a splendid example of international cooperation.
